Household Hazardous Waste 
 

Did you know, industries aren't the only generators of hazardous waste?  According to the 

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), American households generate approximately 1.6 million tons of 

household hazardous waste from unused hazardous household products each year.  

 Hazardous waste is a waste that has the potential to catch fire, react, explode under certain 

conditions, or is corrosive or toxic.  Common household hazardous wastes include drain cleaners, oven 

cleaners, oil based paints, paint thinners, adhesives, pesticides, dry-cell batteries, and fluorescent light bulbs.   

To identify products that could result in hazardous waste read the label and look for the words 

"danger," "warning," and "caution".  Improper disposal of these items can have adverse effects on the 

environment.  Pouring these items down the drain can eliminate helpful bacteria in septic systems and water 

treatment facilities, as well as corrode plumbing or release fumes if caught in the trap.   

 Avoid generating household hazardous waste by following these simple tips:   

 Close containers tightly (to prevent spills) and keep them dry.   

 Use all of the product and buy only what is needed.  

 If you live on-post bring unused portions of hazardous materials to the Reuse Center.  

 Check your local stores (like Best Buy and Batteries Plus) for recycling opportunities for 

batteries, fluorescent bulbs and e-waste.  

 Use environmentally friendly cleaning alternatives like baking soda, vinegar, or lemon juice and 

citrus solvents instead of using traditional cleaners.

RECYCLE REGATTA 
April 18, 2015 

One of our goals with the regatta is to encourage ingenuity and excitement about recycling. The 
recycle regatta shows how everyday items can find a second life in novel ways.   
  
RULES FOR RAFT CONSTRUCTION AND SAFETY INSPECTION 
These rules apply to every entry, and will be adhered to by one and all equally. These rules are set 
forth for the construction of competition rafts and for the safety of all crew that will be participating.  

1. All rafts must be constructed of materials that have been previously used, minus bonding 
material (tape, straps, rope, etc.).  

2. All materials must be clean and safe for the environment.  
3. NO boating or swimming materials (new or recycled) may be used to make the raft.  
4. All rafts must carry 2 or more crew members.  
5. All crew members MUST wear a U.S. Coast Guard Approved life vest. We will allow NO 

EXCEPTIONS to this rule. The crew will automatically be disqualified for failure to comply. 
See Marion St. Station staff if anyone needs assistance in meeting this requirement. 

6. Each crewmember must be at least 10 years of age, and crewmembers under the age of 16 
must be accompanied on the raft by an adult.  

7. All rafts must be self-propelled (e.g., poles, oars, paddle wheels, sails, etc.) or any 
combination thereof. Paddles, etc., may be homemade or manufactured. No swimming, 
pushing, or towing.  

8. All vessels must be named.  
9. All rafts MUST be at the Semmes Lake waterfront for inspection by the judges by 10:00am.  
10. Each raft must have a hand-flag on board to use as a "vessel in distress" signal, if needed.  
11. The race course will be explained in detail on the day of the race.  
12. It is the team's responsibility to "leave no trace" of your craft. Whatever you "carry in" to the 

lake, you "carry out".  
13. If, in the judges' opinion, an entry is not properly constructed and in safe working condition it 

shall not be allowed to start the race.        
RULES FOR MATERIALS: 
Examples of acceptable recyclable materials:  

 any previously used or found materials (except boats or boat parts, or swimming floats or 
equipment)  

 cardboard  
 plastic bottles  
 wood  
 metal cans  
 duct tape (limited to 1 roll)  
 twine/rope  

Examples of unacceptable materials: 
 NO pollutants or hazardous waste (e.g. no containers which held toxic or petroleum 

substances)  
 NO potentially dangerous objects (sharp edges, rusty metal, tacks, glass containers, etc.)  
 NO parts from "real" boats or commercial flotation (e.g. no boogie/kick boards, no borrowed 

rudders, etc.)  
 NO material that could break off into the lake (e.g., styrofoam pieces, etc.)  

NOTE: Please make sure that all materials on the raft are securely fastened so that no loose objects 
fall off into the lake during the race. If any piece of your raft falls into the lake, you MUST retrieve it.

  Building and racing a recycle raft is a team effort. All community groups are encouraged to
